During this time, he traveled across the United States and Canada, performing at festivals, dances, and on special tours which included two polka cruises. Brian Wiater has also appeared on several recordings, television shows, videos, and has been a special guest with numerous bands. What sets him apart from other singers in the polka field is his ability to deliver powerful and emotional vocals, while at the same time having fun and entertaining the audience. By acting as the KNF Band’s front man, Brian is able to develop a direct connection between the fans and the musicians who are performing for them.
